 A motion was made by Mr. Rodriguez and seconded by Mr. Hawn that the Board recess 
and reconvene in closed session pursuant to applicable Open Meetings Act exceptions for the 
purpose of discussing, appointments, resignations, leaves, terminations, employment status, 
approval of closed session minutes, and status of pending or threatened litigation. 
 
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a roll call vote and all members 
present voted aye.  Whereupon the President declared the motion carried.

 Mr. Romell Drake led the Board and audience in the recitation of the Pledge of 
Allegiance.

 A motion was made by Mr. Hawn and seconded by Ms. Hanna that the open session 
minutes of the special meeting of June 18, 2008, be approved. 
  
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a voice vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Rodriguez, Anderson, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.   
Pass: Mayfield-Jedkins.  Absent:  Garza.  Whereupon the President declared the motion carried. 
 
 A motion was made by Ms. Hanna and seconded by Mr. Hawn that the open session 
minutes of the special meeting of June 23, 2008, be approved. 
  
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a voice vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Rodriguez, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.

Pass: Anderson.  Absent:  Garza.  Whereupon the President declared the motion carried. 
 
OPPORTUNITY FOR PUBLIC COMMENT 
 
 Carol Bickham, 805 Baldwin, Waukegan, IL, read a statement which expressed her 
resentment that the Lake County United organization had originally pledged to work within the 
system to support and improve educational opportunities in Waukegan but to date has offered no 
substantive plan to do so.  It has, however, made public statements regarding a proposal to 
initiate a charter high school in Waukegan which would be available to a very small number of 
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students.  They have made no details available to the Board of Education and no statements 
about the funding of the proposal. 
 
 Ms. Bickham commented that Waukegan High School has worked diligently to offer a 
quality instructional program to students at all academic levels and has recently begun to 
restructure the program under the Smaller Learning Communities grant.  The District has also 
recently appointed a new Principal to lead the program. 
 
 Speaking as a taxpayer, Ms. Bickham noted that the proposed charter school would be 
entitled to receive funding from District #60 revenue.  This would impact the District's ability to 
meet its own financial obligations which could jeopardize District #60 programs.  She strongly 
urged the Board to oppose the anticipated proposal. 
 
 Kelly Below, 1026 Pacific, Waukegan, IL, read a statement prepared by Ms. Jane Vester, 
2229 Ottawa, Waukegan, IL, regarding the reallocation of funds originally earmarked for library 
programs to support the Enrichment Coordinator position.  She stated that inadequate 
communication had led to a misunderstanding regarding expenditure of these funds and asked 
that the Board take action to make certain that library programs are adequately funded.  
 
 No other members of the audience requested an opportunity to speak. 
     
CONSENT ITEMS (ACTION) 
 Under the current format for information provided for the Board and the public, each 
agenda action item is accompanied by a rationale and an administrative recommendation for 
Board action. 
 
APPROVAL OF FY 08-09 LEASE EXTENSION FOR EPIC SITE AT 326 JULIAN STREET 
(NORTH SHORE) AND RATIFICATION OF FINAL FY 07-08 LEASE 
 
 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education approve the 
lease extensions, as described in the attachment at an annual cost of $122,400 for FY 07-08 and 
FY 08-09.  This cost is covered in the existing budget(s) of the Early Childhood Block grant, the 
IDEA Flow-through grant, and the Education Fund. 
 
 A motion was made by Ms. Hanna and seconded by Mrs. Mayfield-Jedkins that the 
Board of Education accept the recommendation of the Administration to approve the lease 
extensions for EPIC North Shore as presented. 
 
 Mr. Rodriguez asked if the increase in rent is due solely to the lease amendment to 
include use of facilities during the summer months.  Mr. Gaudin replied in the affirmative. 
 
 Mr. Hawn questioned the separate charge for custodial care and stated that it is difficult 
to assess the three proposed leases because provisions in the leases do not list the same costs 
such as cost per square foot, cost of custodial care, etc.  Mr. Gaudin explained that in the prior 
year, the District was able to use the services of a staff member with real estate experience to 
analyze these issues.  The services of that individual are no longer available. 
 
 Mr. Hawn noted that the Pre-K program is a valuable program and should be open to all 
preschool children. He suggested that one facility be used to house the entire program.   
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 Mr. Anderson commented that rental agreements can be funded from the various grants 
which support the program; costs related to District-owned property cannot.  He also voiced 
concern about the potential loss of State funding for this program.  
 
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a roll call vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Mayfield-Jedkins, Rodriguez, Anderson, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.  
Absent:  Garza. Whereupon the President declared the motion carried. 
 
APPROVAL OF FY 08-09 LEASE EXTENSION FOR THE EPIC SITE AT 540 SOUTH 
MCALISTER (EARLY LEARNING CENTER) 
 
 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education approve the 
lease extension as described in the attachment at an annual cost of $144,400 for FY 08-09. This 
cost is covered in the existing budget(s) of the Early Childhood Block grant, the Pre-School for 
All grant, and the IDEA Flow-through grant. 
 
 A motion was made by Ms. Hanna and seconded by Mrs. Mayfield-Jedkins that the 
Board of Education accept the recommendation of the Administration to approve the lease 
extension for EPIC Early Learning Center as presented. 
 
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a roll call vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Mayfield-Jedkins, Rodriguez, Anderson, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.  
Absent:  Garza. Whereupon the President declared the motion carried. 
 
APPROVAL OF FY 08-09 LEASE EXTENSION FOR THE EPIC SITE AT 800 SOUTH 
GENESEE (SHILOH BAPTIST CHURCH) 
 
 Mrs. Maguire commented that this lease is subject to further negotiation.  The item would 
not be discussed at this time. 
 
AUTHORIZATION TO RENEW CONTRACT WITH OMBUDSMAN EDUCATIONAL 
SERVICES PROGRAM 
 
 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education authorize 
the Superintendent to renew the contract with Ombudsman Educational Services, Ltd. as 
described in the fiscal impact statement, for alternative education tuition for fiscal years 2008-
2009, 2009-2010, and 2010-2011.  Monies required to cover this expenditure are found in the 
alternative programs function contained within the education fund. 
 
 A motion was made by Ms. Hanna and seconded by Mr. Hawn that the Board of 
Education accept the recommendation of the Administration to authorize the Superintendent to 
enter into contract with Ombudsman Educational Services, Ltd. as proposed. 
 
 Ms. Hanna questioned the three-year term of the contract and asked for a quarterly report 
on the student progress. 
 
 Dr. Lamping commented that the District has assigned students to this program for 
several years and students have been successful as a result.  The District contracts for a specific 
number of student slots.  Charges are prorated. 
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 Mr. Anderson commented that individuals have spoken to him about the efficacy of 
District alternative instructional programs.  Mr. Hawn asked if information is available about the 
number of students who have been assigned to this program and have subsequently graduated 
from high school. 
 
 Ms. Hanna asked if the contract could be broken if Ombudsman is found to be deficient 
and if pricing per slot could be reduced if more than 40 slots are used. 
 
 Mr. Hawn commented that the cost per student is less than the State reimbursement rate.   
Mr. Anderson noted that there are internal costs to the District beyond those of tuition cost for 
Ombudsman. 
 
 Mr. Hawn asked if this curriculum has been offered to average students.  Dr. Lamping 
responded that this could become part of an expanded offering, however, Ombudsman 
assignments usually are a result of student behavior concerns. 
 
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a roll call vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Mayfield-Jedkins, Rodriguez, Anderson, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.  
Absent:  Garza. Whereupon the President declared the motion carried. 
 
APPROVAL OF THE ADOPTION OF THE HISTORY ALIVE! TEXTBOOK SERIES FOR 
THE WAUKEGAN HIGH SCHOOL 
 
 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education approve the 
adoption of History Alive! social studies materials for the ninth and tenth grade core social 
studies program at a cost of $53,179.  Funds are available for this purchase from the Waukegan 
High School textbook account. 
 
 A motion was made by Mrs. Mayfield-Jedkins and seconded by Mr. Hawn that the Board 
of Education accept the recommendation of the Administration to adopt the History Alive! social 
studies materials, as proposed. 
 
 Ms. Hanna asked if these materials are a part of the SLC curriculum.  Dr. Lamping 
responded that this text fulfills the new graduation requirements. 
 
 Ms. Hanna noted that in the past, sample copies of the text materials have been made 
available to the Board for their review prior to adoption.  She requested that this practice be 
continued. 
 
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a roll call vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Mayfield-Jedkins, Rodriguez, Anderson, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.  
Absent:  Garza. Whereupon the President declared the motion carried.

 Mr. Rodriguez noted that the appointee listed on Schedule F-678 is not related to his 
family.

Education Programs and Services and noted her prior educational experience.  Ms. Edelstein 
commented that she looks forward to her work in Waukegan.

APPROVAL OF THE COST NEUTRAL IN-SCHOOL-SUSPENSION POSITION FOR 
WAUKEGAN HIGH SCHOOL 
 
 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education authorize 
the administration to begin the process of advertising the vacancy for the budget neutral position 
of an In-School-Suspension Dean for Waukegan High School. 
 
 A motion was made by Ms. Hanna and seconded by Mrs. Mayfield-Jedkins that the 
Board of Education accept the recommendation of the Administration to advertise the vacancy 
for the budget neutral position of an In-School-Suspension Dean for Waukegan High School. 
 
 Ms. Hanna asked for clarification of the financial impact of this position.  Mr. Gaudin 
responded that this work has previously been performed by a contract employee.  It is anticipated 
that the proposed salary will be less than the stipend paid previously.

APPROVAL OF APPOINTMENT OF WAUKEGAN SCHOOLS FOUNDATION 
DIRECTOR/MEMBER  
 
 The By-laws of the Waukegan Schools Foundation require that the current Directors 
forward to the Board of Education for approval, their recommendation for appointment of a new 
Foundation Director/Member. 
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 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education accept the 
recommendation of the Waukegan Schools Foundation and the District Administration to 
appoint Mr. Wesley Trombino as an active Waukegan Public Schools Foundation 
Director/Member, effective on or about August 1, 2008, for a three-year period ending on or 
about August 14, 2011. 
 
 A motion was made by Mrs. Mayfield-Jedkins and seconded by Rodriguez that the Board 
of Education approve the appointment of Mr. Wesley Trombino as a Director/Member of the 
Waukegan Schools Foundation. 
 
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a roll call vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Mayfield-Jedkins, Rodriguez, Anderson, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.  
Absent:  Garza. Whereupon the President declared the motion carried.

RATIFICATION OF BILLS PAYABLE FOR TWO PAYMENTS IN JUNE, 2008, AND 
AUTHORIZATION TO PAY BILLS FOR JULY, 2008 
 
RATIFICATION OF PAYMENT OF MANUAL/IMPREST CHECKS FOR JUNE 2008 
 
 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education ratify the 
subject bills payable for two processes in June, 2008, in the total amount of $4,247,721.51; and 
authorize payment of bills payable in July, 2008.   
 
 Additionally, the recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education 
ratify the payment of bills by Manual/Imprest check for the month of June, 2008, in the total

APPROVAL OF ADMINISTRATIVE, NON-UNION EMPLOYEE SALARY INCREASES 
FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2009 
 
 Mr. Gaudin thoroughly reviewed the rationale and process followed to support the 
request for salary increases for administrative and non-union employees.  He noted that the 
specified employees are not included in negotiated agreements and all have been evaluated for  
job performance.  Proposed raises are a calculated percentage based upon evaluation ranking. 
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 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education approve the 
requested overall 4% salary increase for administrative, non-union employees. 
 
 A motion was made by Mr. Anderson and seconded by Mrs. Mayfield-Jedkins that the 
Board of Education accept the recommendation of the Administration to approve the requested 
salary increase, as presented. 
 
 Members of the Board expressed their support for the procedure followed to determine 
these salary increases. 
 
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a roll call vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Mayfield-Jedkins, Rodriguez, Anderson, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.  
Absent:  Garza. Whereupon the President declared the motion carried. 
 
HEARING ON THE PROPOSED BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2008-2009 
 
 Illinois School Code establishes a procedure for adoption of an annual budget to defray 
all necessary expenses and liabilities of the district.  One provision of the statute requires that a 
public hearing be held prior to adoption of the budget for the fiscal year. 
 
 At 7:40  p.m., Mrs. Maguire declared the public hearing on the proposed budget for the 
Fiscal Year 2008-2009, to be open. 
 
 Mr. Luosa presented a summary of the information contained in the final budget 
document and thanked all the staff who had provided input into the process.  Discussion was 
held on a number of concerns which have a financial aspect:  proposed reallocation of library 
funds, projected cost for completing the Smaller Learning Communities reorganization, 
reassessment of teacher aide positions, revenue from the State, long-term debt restructuring, 
possible increase of operation /maintenance funds to do more in-house repair and renovation 
work, and renovation of the Trapp Auditorium and projected use of that facility. 
 
 Mr. Gaudin stated that library support funds originally proposed for reallocation will be 
restored to their original line items. 
 
 Members of the audience had no further questions. 
 
 At 8:00 p.m., Mrs. Maguire declared the public hearing on the proposed budget for the 
Fiscal Year 2008-2009, to be closed. 
 
ADOPTION OF THE PROPOSED BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2008-2009 
 
 A motion was made by Mr. Rodriguez and seconded by Mrs. Mayfield-Jedkins that the 
Board of Education adopt the proposed budget for FY 2008-2009 with specified library funds 
restored to the original budgeted amounts. 
 
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a roll call vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Mayfield-Jedkins, Rodriguez, Anderson, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.  
Absent:  Garza. Whereupon the President declared the motion carried. 
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APPROVAL OF SERVICE EMPLOYEES INTERNATIONAL UNION LOCAL #73 WAGE 
RE-OPENER FOR CUSTODIAL/MAINTENANCE WORKERS 
 
 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education ratify the 
Collective Bargaining Agreement provision regarding the FY2008-2009 wage re-opener for 
custodial/maintenance workers.

 The recommendation of the Administration was: that the Board of Education ratify the 
Collective Bargaining Agreement provision regarding the FY2008-2009 wage re-opener for 
cafeteria workers. 
 
 A motion was made by Mrs. Mayfield-Jedkins and seconded by Mr. Hawn that the Board 
of Education ratify the Collective Bargaining Agreement provision regarding the FY2008-2009 
wage re-opener for cafeteria workers, as presented. 
 
 Mr. Gaudin reviewed the rationale and procedure followed to support the 
recommendation. 
 
 After due consideration thereof, the President called for a roll call vote.  The following 
members present voted aye: Mayfield-Jedkins, Rodriguez, Anderson, Hanna, Hawn, Maguire.  
Absent:  Garza. Whereupon the President declared the motion carried. 
 
REPORTS AND PRESENTATIONS 
 
PRESIDENT 
 
 Mrs. Maguire notified the Board of the passing of Beth Siegel, daughter of retiree Phyllis 
Siegel who was a former speech pathologist for District #60. 
 
 Mrs. Maguire stated that she had been notified by Michael McGue, president of the Lake 
County Federation of Teachers, that the Federation had withdrawn its membership in the Lake 
County United.  
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COMMITTEES 
 
 Mr. Anderson commented that the Neighborhood School Committee had discussed rules 
for school transfers and transportation issues in relation to the proposal to return to neighborhood 
schools.  Mrs. Maguire noted that parents should be trained to teach their children safe routes for 
walking to school. 
 
DEPUTY SUPERINTENDENT 
  
 Mr. Gaudin noted that he had been asked to remind the Board and audience of the next 
meeting of the Trapp Auditorium Committee which will be held at the home of Mrs. Jean 
Windberg, 335 N. Pioneer, on August 13, 2008, at 7:00 p.m.  Members of the Committee have 
met at the Auditorium and, subsequently, licensed vendors have been asked to make inspections 
and report their findings to Mr. Gaudin. 
 
 Mr. Gaudin reported that the District has received the Occupancy Permit from the 
Regional Office of Education to allow the District to begin using the greenhouse at Jefferson 
Middle School.  In response to Mr. Hawn's query, he noted that the Permit is a legal requirement. 
 
 In reference to the bleachers at Jefferson Middle School, an advisory letter from Legat 
Architects addressing the concerns has been received. 
 
 Mr. Gaudin noted that he had given information to the Board for consideration of: 
possible support from the Waukegan Park District for landscaping assistance, a Request For 
Proposal (RFP) for architectural/engineering services, an RFP for roofing consultation, 
information concerning a possible referendum on a countywide sales tax increase to fund 
schools, an affirmation that quotes on the Custodial Chemical Supply bid were accurate as 
presented, a FOIA request for data on corporal punishment, and a FOIA request for information 
sought on the School Based Health Center survey. 
 
 Mrs. Maguire asked that a list of all needed repairs be compiled and a five-year plan be 
developed for public information. 
 
INFORMATION ITEMS 
 
POLICY REVIEW 
 
 The Board is reviewing policies and procedures to align them with current statutory 
requirements and current practice.  They will be made available on the District website as 
quickly as practicable.  
 
 The Board received for first reading proposed revised Policy: #5302, Required 
Examination on Citizenship; and for rescission, Policy #6145.1, Intramural and Interscholastic 
Activities.  Mr. Rodriguez asked for clarification of Policy #5302. 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
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TRAPP AUDITORIUM RENOVATION 
 
 Mr. Rodriguez expressed his concern about the safety of the use of the Trapp Auditorium. 
Mr. Gaudin commented that the Trapp Auditorium Committee has had an opportunity to inspect 
the facility and that there are two aspects to be addressed: safety issues, and renovation/upgrade 
issues.  Funds to address these issues will need to come from different sources.  Members of the 
Committee have differing views on safety issues; professional assessment is underway. 
 
NEW BUSINESS 
 
 Ms. Hanna commented that she has received comments from teachers that children are 
entering school with deficient academic skills.  She asked that the preschool program be 
evaluated.  Dr. Lamping and Mr. Gaudin cited numerous factors which could influence 
inadequate academic development in young children.  Dr. Lamping will provide requested 
testing information. 
 
 Ms. Hanna related that she had received numerous reports that portable toilets have been 
installed on District property and asked about the parties who authorized their placement and 
whose responsibility it is to maintain and supervise them.  Discussion followed.  Mrs. Maguire 
asked that this matter be investigated. 
 
BOARD MEMBER TIME 
 
 Mrs. Mayfield-Jedkins commented on the importance of books for use by students.  
Audio visual materials are a useful aid with materials available in large print.  In reference to the 
Trapp Auditorium, she invited members of the community to participate in the discussions about 
the renovation of the facility. 
 
 Mr. Hawn thanked Mr. Gaudin and his staff for their work in developing the budget.  He 
also thanked Dr. Lamping for her restructuring of the academic program and Dr. Hamlin for his 
creative approach to address student behavior issues. 
 
 Ms. Hanna thanked Ms. Bickham for her comments on the charter school proposal and 
noted that public perception is, perhaps, based on incomplete or misleading information. 
 
 Mr. Anderson noted that Mrs. Windberg will be conducting a sale of Mr. Windberg's 
effects at a house sale on July 24-28.  In reference to the charter school proposal, he commented 
that the District has requested Lake County United to provide specific details about the structure 
and financial support for their proposal.  To date, no information has been received by the Board. 
 
 Mrs. Maguire averred that once the District has received and studied a detailed proposal 
from Lake County United, the Board will hold public hearings to receive input from the 
community.
